IoT tracking device attached to each 
container and/or vehicle(s) to monitor 
location and movement.

Data collection

movement, and condition is collected via 
a cloud-based platform.

Data analysis
Near real-time insights on location, movement,  
and conditions of the asset to identify any 
patterns or potential issues such as delays or 
route deviations (e.g., due to weather). 

Visualization and reporting
Simple presentation of data for logistics 
managers and others to track progress, 
receive updates and alerts of delays, etc.
